- The sails -
From day one it was targeted to make sails which are powerful, early planning and envelop broad stability in strong wind conditions. 
These characteristics encompass sails with a great wind range.
The unsurpassed performance of the sails is  only matched by their own unique design and craftsmanship. 

Utilizing the newest  technologies and materials available; Point-7 sails are always one step ahead of the industry. Using primarily UV stabile materials , 
the expected life of a sail is prolonged substantially. All year non-stop testing of materials and sails in all various conditions,  warrants unbeatable 
quality in the products . 

Each sail size is tested individually to fit the specified target range for which it is meant for and beyond. No product willenter production unless it has 
been tested and approved by the P7 test team.
The equipment used by the team is the same as what is being offered to the retail clients.
With only 8 sail lines ; each sail line cover its own specific windsurf style. Making it easier for the clients to choose which sail is the right one for them.





Design objective:
A powerhouse of a sail with plenty of  drive to pull you out of any hazard zone when 
sailing in onshore conditions with less than perfect winds.

Development:
More torque and power than ever before, utilizing and even deeper profile in the sail. 
The aimed pressure point delivers unparalleled stability in gusty conditions, whilst the 
free rotation of the sail body around the mast permits for effortless handling.

Black anti UV material, Orange tinted window, UV resistant,5 batten construction , 
X-ply used in parts of the sail for extra strength and durability .                                       
Vario top for better mast compatibility.



Design objective:
Neutral in down -the -line wave sailing, but with enough drive for planning, hard bottom turns 
and air -time, graceful in the execution of radical manoeuvres  and forgiving in its character. 

Development: 
The outline and twist of the sail offer a very light feel for effortless wave riding and 
manoeuvrability. The aimed pressure point delivers stability and neutral handling in all 
conditions.

Black anti UV material , Orange tinted window, UV resistant , 5 batten construction, 
Full X-ply body for strength and durability, 1 mast fits all; itõs possible to use a 400/19mast on all 
sail sizes

The compact outline of the sail makes the sail very reactive to the wind. An 
improved luff curve guarantees more stability in a wider wind range and 
increased top speed.
